WELCOME

Help everyone to get to know each other and feel comfortable.  Ask everyone to answer the following questions: 

What is your name?  Where did you live between the ages of 7 and 12?  How many people did you have in your family?

As you go around circle, get everyone to repeat the name of each person who went before them.  Have fun by making this into a game.

WORSHIP

Have someone lead in simple song.  Teach it to newcomers.  Do not embarrass visitors—make them feel comfortable by teaching song to them and not expecting them to figure it out for themselves.

Pray simple prayer for Holy Spirit to give understanding during meeting.

WORD

Use Lesson 1 “Saved” of the discipleship lessons.  

· First teach the new believers how to use the Bible. 

· Show them the table of contents.  

· Teach them how to look up the book of the Bible mentioned in the questions

· Show them what a chapter is, and what a verse is. 

· Go over the first several questions and have different people read the passages and answer the questions.

After you finish discussing 3 or 4 of the questions, present the Gospel to those who are not believers by using the e3 tract.  Or you can give your testimony to present the Gospel, and then use the prayer in the e3 tract to lead them to Christ.

WORK

“Do you have family members, friends, or neighbors who would like to hear about the Bible and Jesus Christ?  When can we come to meet them?”  

Make appointments and pray for these people.

Talk with each person before they leave.  Give each person some special attention.
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
