Gospel Color Wheel

IMPORTANT: This needs to be made before you leave on your campaign.

Make one Gospel Color Wheel.

2 Large sheets of white cardstock or poster board

1 paper fastener

Permanent markers: gold or yellow, black, red, white, green 

OR

1 sheet each of yellow, black, red, white, green construction paper
Assuming you will have 50 children, print 50 copies of coloring pages (located at the end of this document).  Print on front and back to save paper and weight in your suitcase.
God's Creation

In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. And the earth had no form. It was empty, covered with darkness and water. Then God said, "Let there be light," and there was light. God saw that the light was good.

Then He divided the light from the darkness. God called the light "day", and the darkness he called "night." And the evening and the morning were the first day.

Then God said, "Let there be air to divide the waters below from the waters above."  And God called the expanse "heaven." And the evening and the morning were the second day.

Then God said, "Let the water under the heaven be gathered together in one place, and let the dry land appear," and it happened.  And God called the dry land "earth"; and the gathering together of the waters He called "seas": and God saw that it was good. Then God said, "Let the earth produce grass, and herbs, and fruit trees” and it happened; God saw that it was good. And the evening and the morning were the third day.

Then God said, "Let there be lights in the heavens." God made two great lights; the sun to rule by day and the moon to rule by night. He also made the stars.  And He set them all in the heavens to give light upon the earth; And God saw that it was good. And the evening and the morning were the fourth day.

Then God said, "Let the waters be filled with living creatures, and let birds fly above the earth." So God created great whales and everything that moves in the water, and animals with wings.  God saw that it was good. And He blessed them, saying, "Be fruitful, and multiply." And the evening and the morning were the fifth day.

Then God said, "Let the earth be filled with living creatures." So He made the animals on the earth, the cattle, and every thing that crawls on the earth--and God saw that it was good.

Then God said, "Let us make man in Our image, after Our likeness." And the Lord God formed man out of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.

So God created man in His own image. 

God named the first man Adam; then later Adam called the woman, Eve.

And God saw everything that He had made, and it was very good. And the evening and the morning were the sixth day.

The heavens and the earth were finished, so on the seventh day God ended his work. God blessed the seventh day and made it holy. 
The Lord God also planted a garden in Eden. And out of the ground He made every tree to grow that is pleasant to the sight and good for food.

In the middle of the garden stood two trees: The Tree of Life and The Tree of The Knowledge of Good and Evil.

And the Lord put man in the Garden of Eden to care for everything in it.

Then the Lord God commanded, "You may eat from every tree of the garden except for The Tree of The Knowledge of Good and Evil.

You must never eat from that tree." God showed his love for Adam and Eve, by giving them all they needed and more to enjoy life to its fullest.

He also gave them the ability to make choices. God wanted Adam and Eve to show their respect by obeying His one command, to not eat from that one tree. Everything else was theirs to enjoy.

But Adam and Eve did not do as they were told.  Satan came along in the form of a beautiful animal.  He said to Eve, “The only thing that will happen to you if you eat from that tree is, you will be like God.  That’s why God does not want you to eat from it.”  Eve thought about what the animal said and she decided to disobey God and eat from the Tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil.  Then she told Adam about it and he did the same thing.
Immediately, things were different.  They knew what they had done.  Adam and Eve tried to hide from God.  But they could not.  

God said that because they had sinned, they could not live in the garden anymore and they had to work very hard for their food.  

God told the serpent that he had done wrong and because of that he would no longer be a beautiful animal, but he would be one that had to slide across the ground and man would want to kill him.

Adam and Eve should have never listened to Satan.  God told them the truth and they should have trusted Him.  That is what we should do too.
 Creation Wheel Craft

This is a wonderful way to let each child’s creativity and uniqueness show as they illustrate how they think the world looked on the first seven days!  It also is a good indicator of the child’s understanding/remembering the correct sequence of how God created the world.  

Materials:   1 coffee filter, pencil, crayons

Directions for coffee filter:

Have children fold the coffee filter into halves, then fourths, and then eighths.  Unfold and use a pencil to divide the coffee filter into eight equal wedge-shaped pieces.

Use pencil or crayons to decorate each segment on the coffee filter to tell about the seven days of creation.

In the first segment, write “The Story of Creation” and decorate.

The next segment will be the first day of creation, when God separated the light from the dark.

On the second day He made the sky. (Optional: You can glue a bit of cotton in the sky to look like clouds.)

On the third day He separated the lands from the seas, and on the fourth day God put the sun, the moon, and the stars in the sky.

On the fifth day He filled the seas with fish and the sky with birds.

On the sixth day He created all the animals and He created man.

On the seventh day God rested from His work.

Allow the children to share their creation wheel with the rest of the group.

ACTIVE GAME

CREATION Up and Down Game

(Also known as Fruit Basket Upside Down)

All children sit in a circle with one person who is “IT” in the middle of the circle.  The leader is a good one to be IT first!  If there is a very large number of children, then divide into two different circles and have 2 or more games going on at the same time.

Each child needs to be given a name for the game that relates to Creation, such as: day, night,  water, earth, seas, sky, land, plants, sun, moon, stars, animals, Adam, Eve, Day 1, Day 2, Day 3, Day 4, Day 5, Day 6, Day 7.  

It is not necessary to use all of these; choose 7 or 8 of the words that were used as the story was told.  Whisper the name to each child; it’s a secret!

The person who is IT then calls out several names.  Those whose names have been called must leave their place and go to a different place in the circle.  The person who is IT tries to get one of the empty places.  The person left without a place is now IT.  The game continues until most everyone has been it.  For a BIG turnover, call out “Creation Upside Down” and everybody has to go to a different place!

This game can be used with any story; just change the names to go with the story that was taught.

GOSPEL PRESENTATION USING A SURPRISE BAG

Hi, boys and girls!  This is my Surprise Bag.  It looks empty, doesn’t it?  But it tells a wonderful story:

**   What color is this?  Yes, gold!  Gold is very expensive.  It is a precious metal that jewelry is made of.  Do you know that there is a place where a street is paved with pure gold?  That place is Heaven!  Heaven is God’s home.  Who is God?  He is the Creator who made everything; the sun, moon, stars, trees, animals – you and me!  He loves you very much and wants you to be in Heaven with Him some day.  God is Holy!  He never said or did anything wrong; and His home in Heaven is holy, too.  Nothing bad can be in Heaven or it would spoil that holy place. (Quote or read from the Bible John 3:16.)

**   But we have a problem and that is what this dark color stands for (TURN BAG TO THE DARK COLOR)  Have you ever gotten in trouble, spanked or grounded for doing something wrong?  What are some bad things you have done?  (lying, fighting, stealing, disobeying parents/teachers, saying mean things)  The Bible calls these things sins.  Sin is anything we think, say, or do that displeases God.  Sin has to be punished so we know not to do it again.  Sin separates people from God.  (Read Rom. 6:23  “For the wages of sin is death but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.”)  Long, long ago people had to kill an animal to show God they were sorry for their sin.  You and I cannot get to Heaven with our sin.  We have to admit to God that we are sinners.  (Read Rom. 3:23 “All have sinned and come short of the glory of God.”)

**   God loves you so much that He has made a way so that you do not have to be punished for your sin.  (TURN TO THE RED COLOR)  This red color stands for blood, like the blood of the animal that had to be killed.  (Heb. 9:22 “And without shedding of blood there is no remission (forgiveness)”.  God sent His perfect Son, Jesus Christ, from Heaven to be born like us and live on this Earth to show us what God is like.  But Jesus never sinned; He always obeyed God.  When Jesus grew up, He told people how to get to Heaven by believing in Him.  Some people believed, but others did not want to admit that they were sinners.  These people tried to kill Jesus, but they couldn’t.  Jesus willingly gave His life by dying on the cross and shedding His blood for your sins and mine.  In the Bible in 1 Cor. 15:3-4 it says:  “…Christ died for our sins, according to the scriptures…He was buried, and on the third day rose from the dead…” 

**   Now, because of what Jesus has done for you, you can have your sins forgiven.  It’s very simple:  Admit that you have sinned.  Believe that Jesus Christ, God’s perfect Son, took your punishment when He died on the cross.  Call on Jesus to forgive you and come into your heart and life as your Savior and Lord.  Then you will feel all clean and new, like this white color (TURN TO THE WHITE COLOR)  You will become a part of God’s family. ****If you did NOT extend an invitation to the children to accept Christ, then you would change the first part of this next sentence to “When you become a child of God”.

**   Now that you are a child of God, He wants you to get to know Him better.  (TURN TO THE GREEN COLOR)   This green color stands for GROWING, like the plants grow.  You will grow as a Christian if you G-Go to church , R-Read your Bible and pray every day, O-Obey God, your parents and teachers and admit your sins when you don’t obey, and W-Witness by telling others how Jesus helps you.  Then you will love God more and GROW to be more like Jesus.

Gospel Presentation using a Color Wheel

(Using Wordless Book colors)

Use a good grade of white cardboard and cut out two circles.  Make them as large as you can so that all the children can see your presentation.

Divide one circle in five parts.  The top circle should have one-fifth of the circle cut out which will serve as a window.  The bottom circle should have the five colors (gold or yellow, black, red, white, green) pasted or colored in the order listed.  A metal paper fastener will hold the two circles together.  

Turn the window to each color as you explain what each color stands for.

Suggested Script

Hi, boys and girls!  This is my Color Wheel.  Can you guess what colors I have on this wheel? (Let children answer.)  I will show you the 5 colors and I want you to listen very carefully because the colors tell a wonderful story.

TURN  WHEEL TO  GOLD/YELLOW. 

**   What color is this?  Yes, gold!  Gold is very expensive.  It is a precious metal that jewelry is made of.  Do you know that there is a place where a street is paved with pure gold?  That place is Heaven!  Heaven is God’s home.  God wants us to live with Him in heaven when we die.   Who is God?  He is the Creator who made everything; the sun, moon, stars, trees, animals – you and me!  He loves you very much and wants you to be in Heaven with Him some day.  God is Holy!
