Five things to accomplish with each visit
1.  INTRODUCTION OF THE AMERICAN

The national co-workers should introduce you as an American friend and guest in their country.  For example, “This is my friend John Doe, who is visiting our country from the United States.  We are visiting homes in the community today.  Would you allow us a few minutes during which John may share a special story with you?  It is the story of what Jesus Christ has done in his life?”

It is important to review this introduction with your national co-workers before you start your visiting.  During the introduction, maintain eye contact, smile and seek to shake hands as a friendly greeting.

2.  TESTIMONY

Share your testimony of how you became a Christian.  It is recommended that you follow the testimony e3 Partners translated for you.  Proceed a paragraph at a time through the testimony alternating between English and the national language.  Remember the Scripture says the word of your testimony is a spiritual weapon and can be powerfully used by the Holy Spirit.  At the conclusion, ask the person you are visiting if you may ask them several questions about their relationship with God/Jesus Christ.

3.  CUBE or TRACT

Proceed through the e3 Partners Evangelism Cube or Tract.  It is suggested that you proceed by alternating between English and the national language on each question.  Share and show verses from the Scriptures as appropriate.  Use the tract as a guide to share the gospel, which is “the power of God unto salvation”.  Pray during the presentation and particularly when the nationals are leading them in the prayer.

4.  INVITATION TO THE EVENING MEETING

Use the back of the tract to fill in the information on the location of the evening meeting.  Warmly encourage them to bring family and friends as well.  Ask them be your “special guest” at the meeting.

5.   FOLLOW-UP INFORMATION

Have the national worker fill out the Follow-Up Information Panel of the tract.  This information is vital for conserving the harvest after the campaign.  Be sure to gather complete information.  Tear off the tract portion to give to the person visited and keep the Follow-Up Panel to turn into your team leader.
