Seven Things to Accomplish on the 2nd Visit

Things you will need:

-Directions to their house, and time of appointment

-A local Christian committed to meet on a regular basis with the new Christian

-Gospel tract to review salvation


-Bible to give them (if you have them)


-Discipleship lesson
-Directions and time for the evening service; church contact info

1.  Build Relationships


-Relationships are a key to making strong disciples.


-Don't go directly to the lesson.   Take time to build relationships. 


-Show interest in the new believers.   You can ask them about their family, about pictures on the wall, their job, etc.   Maybe show your family photos.   Ask them if they have questions for you.   


-Don't let it take the entire time…but sometimes this can take the entire visit, because the person may have problems and desperately need someone to talk to!  If so, be that friend.   Love will build a foundation for them to grow as you show personal interest in them.

2.  Review Salvation


-Ask if they are sure today if they have eternal life with God.   If they say "Yes", then ask "Why?"


-Don't be surprised if they still give you wrong answers, such as "No, I'm not sure" or "Because I'm a good person."   Many people need time and reinforcement to clearly understand the gospel.



-Review the gospel, using the tract.    If they gave good answers, your review can be shorter (such as the e3 Partners tract 'Summary' section), but if they gave wrong answers, then take more time.


-When you review the gospel, see if there are new people in the house who would like to hear!   If so, do the entire gospel presentation with the tract.
3.  Make sure the new believers have a Bible


-Check to see if they already have a Bible.   Politely ask them to get it.


-Sometimes the local leader will want the new believer to come to a meeting in order to get a Bible.   If so, tell the new believer about this offer.


-If they don't have a Bible, or if their Bible is difficult to read, or in poor condition, then give them a Bible. 


-If they have a corrupt Bible – a Jehovah's Witness book, for example – then gently ask if they will trade it to you for one of your good Bibles.


-If they don't have a Bible, and you don't have any to give them, then the national Christian can share his or her Bible with the new believer during the visit.

4.  Do the first discipleship lesson


-Please let the NATIONAL be the one to teach the discipleship lesson; you can assist as needed.   It is important that you allow the local Christian to teach the lesson because they will be involved in the long-term relationship, but you will be leaving soon.


-Let the new believer do the lesson.   We should not hold the Bible and papers, read the verses, and write in the answers while the new believer just watches.   Let them hold the paper, look up the verses, and write the answers.   (But of course, if they have trouble reading and/or writing, we should help them or do it for them as needed.)


-Many people don't know how to use a Bible!   Have the national Christian patiently teach the new believer how to look up the book, chapter, and verse in the Bible.


-Don't spend too long in the lesson.   Some discipleship lessons can take over an hour to complete.   If the lesson is long, just do a portion of it, then encourage the new believer to finish it later (??? unless the new believer is extremely eager to learn more!   Even then, don't overfeed them.)
5.  Set future schedule


-You should be aware of when the local Christian can be available and committed to meet on a regular basis with the new Christian.


-Be the catalyst to set up this long-term schedule.   Ask the new Christian when he or she can meet regularly to continue these lessons, then ask the local Christian if he or she can commit to that.   For example, "how about this same day and time every week?"


-Then, set up / confirm the very next lesson.   If the new Christian seems like a good prospect, you might try to make another appointment that same week so you can see them once more before you leave.

6.  Pray FOR them


-We want to show the new believer that we love and care for them, and to teach them the value of prayer.


-Ask the new believer for prayer requests – explain that we can take all of our concerns to God.   Ask the new believer if they have any prayer requests about family, health, work, etc.


-Pray for the requests.  Encourage the new believer to pray, too, but don't push them.

7.  Invite them to church


-Invite them again to come to the evening cell group.


-Explain that church is a meeting to worship God, learn from the scriptures, and fellowship with other believers whom we all need as a body.   Using Hebrews 10:25 encourage them to come to church on a regular basis, even after campaign week.


-Give them contact information for the church and tell them to use it if they ever need help or have questions.
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
